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The island of Hvar, or Lèsina, is one of the longest islands  
of Dalmatia, in the Adriatic Sea. Its coasts are strewn with a 
succession of small and medium-sized bays that make it one 
of the most favored tourist resorts in Croatia. A former territory 
of the Republic of Venice, it still conserves past memories  
in its public and private architecture.

In 1869, 
the Empress Elisabeth of Austria, ‘Sisi’, was so impressed  
by a visit to the town of Hvar that she encouraged the building  
of the hotel, contributing to its financing and design.
